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A Note from the Pastor

Dear Friends and Family,
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Amazon Jungle via Iquitos,
Peru. There are three vil-
lages that I will be reaching
with the gospel of Jesus
Christ. These villages do
not have established churches and some may
have never heard the gospel. This opportu-
nity is to reach a country with one of the
largest numbers of people in the world that
have never heard the gospel.

An indigenous church from Peru, MEPI
(Mission Evangelista Pentecostal Iquitos), is
the primary partner in this ministry. Another
partner, International Ministries of the
American Baptist Churches USA is commis-
sioning me as a short-term missionary to
Peru to build relationships and partners in a
country where we do not have ministry part-
ners.

MEPI was established by Bill and Carleen
Pepper in Iquitos in the 1960s. It now is self
governing and supporting. It has a bible

Recently, I have been invited
to go on a mission trip to the

school to train pastors
and evangelists. They
have spread the gospel
and established
churches in many vil-
lages from Iquitos west
to the Andes south to Brazil and north to Co-
lumbia. Notwithstanding, there are many un-
reached isolated villages. Peru has one of the
largest number of people groups never to
have heard the Gospel.

My father, Paul McCurdy, will be the point
person on the trip. An elder from his church,
Abundant Life Christian Fellowship, in
Ridgway, PA, Geno Ferrari, will be joining
us on the trip. Since this trip is dangerous
for Americans to go alone, we are partnering
with MEPI. They will

supply an Evangelist,an =~ == = =
interpreter and a boat -
man.

2011. The trip will start in Iquitos, Peru where
we will preach that Sunday all day and evening
in local churches. We will also meet the local
pastors that will be going with us. Monday, we
will gather the rest of the supplies we need be-
fore we head out of Iquitos and head into the
Amazon Jungle. Over the next, few days we
will be traveling by boat to where we will be
ministering. While in the jungle, we will be
sleeping on benches or in hammocks. All our
water and food must be purchased in Iquitos
and we have to carry it in with us. The boat,
boatman, pastors, and the three of us Americans
will attempt to make contact with the villages
and introduce them to Christ. We will return to
Iquitos July 22 or 23, preach in local churches
and report on the mission and then fly back into
the states.

This mission is in submission to the Peruvian
church with the purpose to reach the lost peo-
ple. One of our responsibilities is to finance
the expedition and assist in the preaching and
evangelism. The Peruvians responsibility is to
determine which villages to minister to and to
teach us how to evangelize the jungle tribes.
Additionally, they will equip us to survive in
the jungle. Most importantly, they will follow
up, train, and supply Peruvian pastors to help
mature the churches that will be planted. The
new churches will receive apostolic oversight
from the MEPI leaders.

In the future, there will be more opportunities
for others to join teams going to Peru to build
churches in newly won villages, preach, and

teach through out the network of this far-
reaching ministry. My father, Paul, is available
to come and speak about a trip he made to Ig-
uitos a few years ago. I look forward to rejoic-
ing with you upon the successful return from
this current trip.

I am requesting that you do the most important
thing for this mission: PLEASE PRAY! The
other thing you can do is to donate to cover the
cost of our trip and supplies. We have found a
resource of Spanish Bibles we can get for $1
each. We will also need flashlights, mosquito
nets to sleep in, etc.
