There are seven different translations of the words, "Consider Your Ways" being used in
the reading.

Responsive Reading

God said, "Consider how things are going for you. "

"Lord, I realize that I need an attitude adjustment."

God said, "Give careful thought to your ways."

"You are right, Lord. We need to seek You and ask for forgiveness."
